PROOF OF CLAIM 
SUPPLEMENT

NOW COMES BRENT HANSON a claimant entitled to proceed in its own name herein, 

to submit a proof of claim against the Debtor, Council for Refractive Surgery Quality Assurance, 

(hereinafter referred to as "CRSQA"), for personal injuries resulting from crimes which include 

attempted entrapment in a bogus cocaine deal, residential burglaries, theft of banking records, 

theft of privileged e-mails, threats to publish personal information, malicious prosecution, and 

extortionate threats.
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CRSQA OVERVIEW

1. CRSQA is a criminal enterprise that poses as "patient advocacy organization", but 

which in reality operates as a mini-cartel for a small number of laser eye surgeons across the 

country.  The primary business goal of the criminal enterprise has been to obtain a financial 

benefit for laser eye surgeons who are members of the organization, by increasing their market 

share at the expense of laser eye surgeons who are not members of the organization.

2. The means by which the criminal enterprise has sought to achieve its business 

goals has been through: 

(a) False advertising in which laser eye surgeons would claim to be the “best” 
surgeons available, through the issuance and use of counterfeit 
“certifications”.

(b) Criminal attempts to interfere with the FDA regulatory mechanisms that affect 
laser eye surgeons, through wiretapping, theft of e-mail communications, and 
burglary of the residences of citizens who lobby the FDA in opposition to the 
financial interests of laser eye surgeons.

(c) Criminal attempts to silence critics of the organization by implementing 
schemes to have them falsely arrested in deals involving the purchase and sale 
of illegal drugs.

(d) Criminal attempts to influence news reporters through wiretapping, theft of 
e-mail communications, and burglary of the residences of citizens who 
communicate with news reporters, in opposition to the financial interests of 
laser eye surgeons.

(e) Attempts to intimidate citizens who criticize the laser eye surgery industry, by 
publicly issuing threats to publish personal information about them, including 
their Social Security Numbers.

(f) Attempts to intimidate citizens who criticize the laser eye surgery industry, by 
interfering with their employment, and executing schemes to cause them to be 
fired from their jobs.
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(g) Conducting campaigns to coerce expert witnesses into not testifying in 
medical malpractice lawsuits.

(h) Conducting campaigns of extortion against laser eye surgeons who are not 
members of the organization.

(i) Conducting campaigns to conceal the fact that the laser eye surgeons who are 
members of the organization have been using defective lasers manufactured 
by Alcon Laboratories, that provide wildly erratic results resulting in damage 
to the vision of patients.

CRSQA MEMBERSHIP

3. Council for Refractive Surgery Quality Assurance (“CRSQA”) d/b/a 

USAEYES is incorporated as a 501(c)(6) tax-free business league, and is the formal legal 

organization through which all other parties conduct their criminal activities.  CRSQA is the 

registered owner of a web site USAEYES.org, at which laser eye surgeons advertise their 

services to consumers, and display counterfeit “certification” logos.  CRSQA receives payments 

of $5,000 per year from laser eye surgeons in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele 

and Patrick Mobley.

4. Glenn Hagele is an individual who serves as the “Volunteer Executive 

Director”of CRSQA from his home in Sacramento California.  As the sole employee, he 

receives no formal salary.  Instead, all payments to CRSQA by the members of the criminal 

enterprise are used to pay expenses to Glenn Hagele, such as “rent” to work in his own home. 

Glenn Hagele also markets the wiretapping and burglary “services” of Patrick Mobley, a 

convicted felon, to laser eye surgeons who are members of CRSQA.

5. Kenneth Hagele is an individual who has served as the Secretary/Treasurer of 

CRSQA since 2007.  Kenneth Hagele has also been a Director of CRSQA since 2000.  He 
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resides in Idaho.  

6. Patrick Mobley is an unlicensed “private investigator” and convicted felon who 

was hired by Glenn Hagele to carry out the activities of CRSQA, including burglaries, thefts of 

documents, wiretapping, and a scheme to have Brent Hanson falsely arrested for possession of 

cocaine.  One of his assignments was to “investigate” three non-CRSQA surgeons in California 

and provide information to Glenn Hagele that could be used to embarrass and discredit them. 

Mobley's felony convictions include theft and credit card fraud, and his misdemeanor 

convictions include bail jumping, failure to appear in court, and theft. Mobley was last known to 

reside in the State of Washington.  His last known front company was “Washington Tree MD”, 

which has been registered to the State of Washington as a lawn care service provider.

7. Benjamin Chang is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of New York. 

Dr. Chang pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Dr. Chang is the focus of a critical web site that is located at 

www.stahleyecenter  -  malpractice.com  .

8. Cary Silverman is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of New Jersey. 

Dr. Silverman pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Silverman has been “certified” since June 2, 2003.

9. Daniel Durrie is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Kansas.  Dr. 

Durrie pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Durrie has been “certified” since April 17, 2001.  Dr. Durrie was also the former Chairman of 
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the Board of CRSQA from 2000 to 2007.

10. Daniel Goldberg is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of New Jersey. 

Dr. Goldberg pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Goldberg has been “certified” since April 17, 2001.

11. Gregory Stainer is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of California. 

Dr. Stainer pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Stainer has been “certified” since July 7, 2003.

12. James Loden is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Tennessee.  Dr. 

Loden pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Loden has been “certified” since July 27, 2007.  On March 19, 2010, Dr. Loden sued a 

former patient, Gerry Schmidt, for providing an interview to The Tennessean newspaper, in 

which Gerry Schmidt described damage to his vision following surgery with Dr. Loden.  In the 

interview, Gerry Schmidt had stated “Looking back, I don't know why anyone would risk their 

only two eyes.”

13. James McDonald is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Arkansas. 

Dr. McDonald pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn 

Hagele.  Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include 

statements that Dr. McDonald has been “certified” since October 1, 2000.

14. Jay Bansal is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of California.  Dr. 

Proof of Claim - Supplement Page 6 of 30

Bansal pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Bansal has been “certified” since August 30, 2004.  

The Medical Board of California previously placed Dr. Bansal on probation for five years 

for re-using microkeratome blades between patients and failing to sterilize them prior to eye 

surgery.  He also surrendered another medical license to the State of Nebraska in relation to the 

disciplinary action taken against him by the Medical Board of California.  Dr. Bansal was the 

focus of an article titled "A Black Eye for Refractive Surgery" that was published in EyeWorld:  

The Newsmagazine of the American Society of Cataract & Refractive Surgery.

15. Kent Kirk is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Illinois.  Dr. Kirk 

pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele.  Among the 

services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that Dr. Kirk has 

been “certified” since January 9, 2002.  Dr. Kirk was the subject of a critical Fox News story in 

Chicago for his use of malfunctioning lasers manufactured by Alcon.

16. Marc Werner is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of New York.  Dr. 

Werner pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele.  Dr. 

Werner is the focus of a critical web site that is located at www.stahleyecenter  -  malpractice.com  

17. Philip Roholt is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Ohio.  Dr. Roholt 

pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele.  Among the 

services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that Dr. Roholt 

has been “certified” since April 11, 2000.

18. Raymond Gailitis is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Florida.  Dr. 
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Gailitis pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Gailitis has been “certified” since April 4, 2003.

19. Richard Foulkes is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Illinois.  Dr. 

Foulkes pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Foulkes has been “certified” since May 8, 2008.  Dr. Foulkes is also the focus of a critical 

web site at www.foulkes  -  lasik  -  follies.com   

20. Robert Brems is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Arizona.  Dr. 

Brems pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Brems has been “certified” since October 2, 2000.

21. Robert Gladsden is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Maryland. 

Dr. Gladsden pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Gladsden has been “certified” since September 1, 2000.

22. Robert Lin is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of California.  Dr. Lin 

pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele.  Among the 

services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that Dr. Lin has 

been “certified” since July 21, 2003..

23. Sanford Moretsky is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Arizona. 

Dr. Moretsky pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 
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Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Moretsky has been “certified” since September 19, 2002.

24. Scott Behler is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Florida.  Dr. 

Behler pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Behler has been “certified” since October 1, 2002.

25. Stephen Brint is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of Louisiana.  Dr. 

Brint pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele.  Among 

the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that Dr. Brint 

has been “certified” since February 24, 2004.

26. Stephen Stetson is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the States of Connecticut, 

New Jersey, and New York.  Dr. Stetson pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services 

provided by Glenn Hagele.  Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements 

that include statements that Dr. Stetson has been “certified” since April 1, 2004.

27. Swati Singh is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of California.  Dr. 

Singh pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Among the services provided by Glenn Hagele, are advertisements that include statements that 

Dr. Singh has been “certified” since December 1, 2003. 

The Medical Board of California previously placed Dr. Singh on probation for five years 

for re-using microkeratome blades between patients and failing to sterilize them prior to eye 

surgery.  Dr. Singh was also the focus of an article titled "A Black Eye for Refractive Surgery" 

that was published in EyeWorld:  The Newsmagazine of the American Society of Cataract & 
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Refractive Surgery.

28. Thierry Hufnagel is a laser eye surgeon who operates in the State of New York. 

Dr. Hufnagel pays $5,000 a year to CRSQA in exchange for services provided by Glenn Hagele. 

Dr. Hufnagel is the focus of a critical web site that is located at 

www.stahleyecenter  -  malpractice.com  .

29. Robert Buffington is an optometrist who has served as the Vice President of 

CRSQA from 2007 to the present.  He resides in Sacramento, California.

THE CRIME SPREE AGAINST BRENT HANSON

30. Since 2000, one of the strategies the criminal enterprise planned to implement was 

a scheme to lobby ophthalmic insurance companies to require that laser eye surgeons participate 

in CRSQA as a condition of obtaining medical malpractice insurance.  The Executive Director of 

CRSQA, Glenn Hagele, viewed the rise of "anti" LASIK web sites as a threat to his scheme to 

expand the size of CRSQA.  To counter the perceived threat, Glenn Hagele began a campaign to 

engage and discredit anti-LASIK web site operators, whom he labeled “anti-refractive surgery 

zealots”.1 

CRSQA representatives monitor all Internet bulletin 
boards, newsgroups, and other public forums that 
include information about refractive surgery.  If 
incorrect information is posted, we provide an 
accurate response.  If a patient posts a question, we 
do the research and provide an answer.  If an 
anti  -  refractive surgery zealot makes inflammatory   
statements, we provide a balanced response.

Maintaining our website and monitoring the Internet 
is amazingly time and cost intensive.  The fees

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provided by our certified doctors allow us to 
continue our work.

 31. The criminal enterprise determined that Plaintiff Brent Hanson was an 

“anti-refractive surgery zealot” due to his ownership of web sites such as LasikFraud.com 

(among others), and began a campaign to silence him.  The campaign began as online 

harassment, threats, and defamation starting around 2002.  In 2006, the criminal enterprise began 

stepping up the pressure to silence to Brent Hanson by filing the first of multiple baseless SLAPP 

lawsuits.  When that tactic failed, the criminal enterprise began a campaign of performing 

outright criminal acts against Brent Hanson

32. Glenn Hagele commissioned Patrick Mobley as an unlicensed “private 

investigator” on November 21, 2007 to commit criminal acts against Brent Hanson on behalf of 

CRSQA.2  Patrick Mobley's has felony convictions for theft and credit card fraud, and 

misdemeanor convictions for theft, bail jumping, and failure to appear in court.3

33. On November 6, 2008 Patrick Mobley sent the first of several unsolicited e-mails 

to Brent Hanson using the anonymous e-mail address of firewater@hotmail.com.4

Mr. Hanson,

I will keep this very short and to the point. I have been 
working for Glenn for 14 months now.  I have everything 
imaginable that will blow the doors wide open in your case 
(not to mention your other associates, especially Nell) 
against Mr. Hagele. Do not ask me why I am doing this. That 
is my business, and between me and Glenn alone. I will 
provide documentation to your attorneys along with sworn 
statements, but I will not testify in person. What I have

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to offer you is not civil information for your current case 
proceedings. It is undisputed criminal activities that 
without a shadow of a doubt can be proved in front of a 
judge.  Believe me, my friend, all of your attorneys will 
be salivating at the mouth.  

This is a one time offer. You have until midnight tonight 
to respond, or the info I have vanishes.

34. In December 2008, Glenn Hagele learned that Patrick Mobley had attempted to 

sell information regarding Hagele's criminal activities to Brent Hanson, after Brent Hanson made 

reference to the e-mails in a motion in filed in King County District Court, to dismiss a lawsuit 

initiated by the criminal enterprise.5  In an effort to protect himself from a potential criminal 

prosecution, Glenn Hagele pre-emptively contacted the FBI office in Seattle, Washington, 

complaining of Mobley, and denied engaging in criminal activity.6  In his e-mail to the FBI he 

wrote:

In early November 2008, I was contacted by Mobley who 
stated the reason for his absence was that he had 
been incarcerated.  Due to the unsuccessful business 
transaction regarding the background checks and the 
fact that the investigator had been arrested and 
jailed, I ceased future business with Mobley.

On the 21st of December 2008 I received an affidavit 
from Hanson that he had been contacted anonymously by 
a person who claimed to have been my investigator and 
that this anonymous person offered to sell Hanson 138 
documents and correspondence between Mobley and me. 
The content of the affidavit indicates that Hanson 
has already received some documents from Mobley.  The 
Hanson affidavit states that the anonymous 
investigator had a “falling out” with me in early 
November of 2008 and the communications would

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implicate me in criminal activity.  I have not been 
involved in any criminal activity with or without 
Mobley.  

35. Contrary to Hagele's statements to the FBI in December 2008 that he had ceased 

doing business with Mobley, they were still engaged in business as shown by e-mail 

correspondence that continued as late as July 2009, a full half year later.  For example, one 

e-mail that Glenn Hagele sent to Patrick Mobley on July 2, 2009 had a subject line of "First 

Declaration of Patrick Joseph Mobley" and had an attachment named 2009-07-02-Mobley 

Declaration re criminal act.pdf.7  In the e-mail, Hagele wrote:

Patrick,

Attached is the declaration as confirmed over the 
telephone with you today.  If you need any changes or 
edits of any kind, please let me know and I'll get 
them made ASAP.

This declaration needs to be notarized.  When 
executed and notarized, please fax it to me at 
916/650-1241 and mail the original to my address 
below.

Attempted entrapment in a drug bust

 36. The criminal enterprise attempted to silence Brent Hanson by orchestrating a

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scheme to have him falsely arrested for possession of cocaine.  The scheme was a “bust” as 

Patrick Mobley reported back to Hagele that he himself was arrested, instead of Brent Hanson. 

The following is a transcript of e-mail communications made between Glenn Hagele and Patrick 

Mobley that took place during a period of March 21 to March 29, 2008, after Mobley had falsely 

reported to Hagele that Brent Hanson had been arrested on a weapons charge.8

Glenn Hagele Needless to say if you can get something criminal on 
him it would be quite helpful.  Did you get to the  
bottom of the weapons charge in Kirkland?

Patrick Mobley I haven’t looked much more into the gun charges, but  
the next time you pay me, give me a couple days time,  
and I will have him picked up on drug charges.

Glenn Hagele Are you serious?

Mobley I wouldn’t joke about that.

Glenn Hagele How much do you need?  Is there enough evidence that  
a charge would stick?  Are we talking about a tiny  
amount that would elicit probation, or enough to be  
considered trafficking?  Would you need to “blow your 
cover” to do this?

Patrick Mobley It would be a Class B Felony.  And I’m assuming he  
would get probation, but it would be 3-5 years on the  
probation, plus community services and NA meetings.  
I won’t have to do anything, I have somebody lined up 
that will do the deal.  And after that, all that is needed 
is a 911 phone call.

Glenn Hagele If someone is committing a felony, he should be  
reported to the proper authorities immediately.  
Perhaps some of his gold is from trafficking?  The  
authorities should probably [be aware] of the location 
of those assets and be apprised of that possibility.

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Patrick Mobley I will start the ball rolling.

Glenn Hagele His cache of weapons in multiple storage units may be 
related to the potential drug trafficking.  The horde of  
precious metals in multiple safe deposit boxes may as  
well.  The multiple aliases he uses and eGold accounts  
indicate an attempt to hid [sic] activities and assets.  
The recent financial activity of cashing in all of his  
retirement accounts, etc. may indicate an intent to flee  
the country or otherwise go underground.  The recent  
weapons charge may be related to drug activity.  Also,  
he publicly stated that he had information about  
terrorists.  http://groups.google.com/group/alt.lasik-
eyes/msg/dc117a45b8733a85 In this posting he 
references an article, but the article says nothing about  
his accusation, which if accurate could only be from 
inside information.  That should probably be related as  
well.

Patrick Mobley Alright.  Just let me know when you want me to move 
on this.

Glenn Hagele There seems to be no reason to delay.  Where you think  
is best in the nearest future.  Talk to your associate  
about when would be the optimum time and conditions.

Patrick Mobley The best time would be when he is out at night.  He 
likes to frequent a couple of places.  The guy that I am 
using is ready whenever I call him.  It’s no rush, I  
know that you are working on limited finances just like  
I am, so I will move on this as soon as you are able to  
pay the next time.  But like I said, no rush on my part… 
Whenever possible.

Patrick Mobley I have it all worked out on this end.  I’m going to give  
him $250.  He is kinda putting his ass on the line by 
doing me this favor, but he owes me quite a bit.  This  
isn’t the first time that he has done this type of  
work….he worked for a Divorce Lawyer for a few 
years, and it was his main priority to do nothing but  
stir up contraversy [sic].  His specialty is tipping off  
local law about “DUI” and “DWI” drivers, if you  
know what I mean.
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Glenn Hagele You have $400 available via Western Union 
#5322614380.  Do what is needed now, keep it above 
board.

Patrick Mobley Oops… I said I will keep you updated.  We will start  
tomorrow.

Glenn Hagele Let me know when and who arrests him.  I’d like to get  
his arrest record online.

Patrick Mobley Hopefully, I will have everything set up for this  
weekend.  Michelle is going to loan me the money to  
pay that guy, but she can’t give it to me until Friday.  
After that, I will be able to get together with him, and  
set everything up.  I will keep in touch with you on how 
everything is going.

Glenn Hagele Did you miss my message about $400 for you at  
Western Union?  #5322614380

Patrick Mobley No.  I received it.  I guess I forgot to thank you for that.  
I told you that I was going to have to pay him $250.00.  
I guess that is my fault for not being clear…. 
Sometimes I just type as I think.  I put back $250.00 of  
what you sent me, and I will pay the other $250.00.  
It’s a total of $500.00.  I am so tight on money right  
now, that is why I said that I would have to wait till  
you sent the next payment, because their was no way I  
would afford the entire $500 by myself.  As a matter of  
fact, I already had to use the other $150.00 you sent  
me to buy text books for school I am about to start on  
Monday.  But none the less.…sorry for the confusion.  
With the money I get from Michelle on Friday, I will  
have the funds for him to help me out, and I will go 
from there.

Glenn Hagele I have a son in college.  I know the price of textbooks.  
An additional $400 is available with Western Union  
#8262658655  This will pay me ahead a bit.  Do no 
[sic] delay in reporting this crime.  Also, you may want  
to check if he is on probation for the weapons charge.  
A searchable probation would put all his home,  
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storage, and safe deposit boxes available for search 
without court order.

Patrick Mobley If everything goes as planned, he will be picked up on 
a tip, and they will have all the info that they need to  
persue [sic].  And thank you for the additional funds.  
And you are right… school is getting out of hand when 
it comes to financing.

Michelle Colbern Mr Hagele, How are you doing today?  This is  
Michelle, Patrick’s associate.  Patrick wanted me to  
contact you as soon as possible, but I couldn’t get into  
his account until now.  Patrick was detained on 
Thursday for being at the wrong place at the wrong 
time, I guess.  From what he discussed with me, he 
went with a friend of his to set a deal in motion for the  
case he is working on for you.  Well, that friend of his  
took him to a house that was being survealed [sic] for 
drugs.  As they were leaving, they all got detained.  He 
is absolutely freaking out over this.  He is starting back  
to Law School on Monday, and this is not something he 
needs on his record.  His Bail was set yesterday, so I  
am trying to get that taken care of.  I will let him know 
that I contacted you.  If there is anything you want me 
to tell him, I will be checking all of his mailboxes  
throughout the weekend for him.  Thank you for your 
time.

Glenn Hagele Not good news at all.  When things settle down have  
him contact me.

Residential burglaries

37. Glenn Hagele paid Patrick Mobley to commit a series of burglaries against 

Plaintiff Brent Hanson, in order to obtain information that he believed would be useful to the 

criminal enterprise.  Excerpts from their communications are provided below.9

(firewater@hotmail.com).  December 1, 2007 – December 27, 2007.
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Patrick Mobley So.....I need you to give me a quick rundown of what  
you would want somebody to look for, if they had 
complete access to the subject's residence.

Also....I hate to ask so soon, I was wanting to wait till  
next week, but I am sitting around 9.5 hours right now,  
and would love to have a little cash on hand tomorrow.  
Send me what you think I'm worth.

Try to be as detailed as possible in your questions.  No 
grey area.

Glenn Hagele If subject were to give you unfettered access to his  
home and computers systems;  I suppose the purpose  
of the trip to Dallas could be valuable.  

Just about any information relating to me that is not a  
court document relating to my litigation against him.  

Any evidence that subject has inappropriately accessed 
or tampered with the email, computers, or websites of  
me, my family, or my attorney.

Areas of interest would be just about anything relating  
to the websites LasikFraud.com, usaeyes.info,  
LasikFlap.com, TheLasikFlap.com, LasikDisaster.com,  
LasikMemorial.com, WashingtonCeaseFire, and the  
not yet published website you discovered.

Another area of interest would be something about  
Lauranell "Nell" Burch, Paula Cofer (BrokenEyes),  
Richard "Zig" Zickefoose, Dean Andrew Kantis (DAK),  
Sandy Keller, Natalie Reber, or Kristen Comer.

Involved attorneys in Sacramento are Jim Clinchard,  
Greg Peterson, and David Foos of Beyer, Pongratz & 
Rosen.  Mary Thomas in Tampa with Williams Schifino  
Mangione & Steady, Donna Ballman in Ft.  
Lauderdale, Amanda Martin at Everett Gaskins  
Hancock & Stevens in North Carolina.  If any of these  
names come up, it may be of interest.  to my 
knowledge, subject does not know about the Raleigh,  
Tampa, or Ft. Lauderdale attorneys.
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Establishing that subject is one of the owners of  
LasikFlap.com/TheLasikFlap.com would be very  
valuable, such as evidence of payment to domain 
registrars or web hosts.  Anything to Panama 
Thailand, or Kuala Lumpur would likely be  
interesting.  

Anything that would substantiate that subject would  
seek to harm me, my family, my attorney, etc.  Threats,  
plans, a photo of me with a target on it, a photo of me 
being used as a target, etc.

Something Dr. Boothe achieved was a court order that  
allowed them to get an exact copy of subjects hard 
drive.  I use Norton Ghost to do this to make archival  
copies of my hard drive.  It is great software that I can 
highly recommend.  It can make an exact duplicate of a  
drive, even make it bootable.  I have a large USB drive  
and am able to make a mirror of our hard drives quite  
easily.

I'm trying to think what a police team would do if  
subject was being investigated for a crime.  If guns  
were found they would check the serial numbers to see  
if they are appropriately registered, etc.  I imagine that  
any illegal gun, like a fully automatic weapon, sawed-
off, or with serial numbers ground off, would interest  
the police, as would illegal ammunition.  I don't know 
how that would be of direct interest to me, but could  
indicate a crime.

You seem to be a smart guy.  I have no doubt that as  
you gain new information you will quickly determine  
what is and is not valuable to me.

Your associate PayPal account has received $800.  
Hopefully this will tide you over for a while.

Patrick Mobley I need to know when your Attorney is planning on 
putting this case together?
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Glenn Hagele The case is ongoing.  The first filing was in March 
2006.

Patrick Mobley Ok...I explained to her what I wanted her to do.  I told  
her to gather everything tha [sic] she could possibly  
gather in the next couple months.

If I'm right about this girl, and she does what she says  
she can do, this will be the icing on your cake.

She has full access to everything within the residence.  
But I told her to take it very, very slowly.

2nd...I got a surprise call from "source" today.  And 
she has photos of the entire inside of the house.  And 
she says she has the new mailing address.

* * * * *

And...quite possibly the best news of all...she knows  
which storage facility he is currently using.  I am 
starting to love this lady.

* * * * *

I spoke with my source yesterday, and to make a long 
story short...she has complete control of the house.  
She has access to the gun safe, file cabinets, keys for  
everything...you name it.  She brought complete  
pictures of all the rooms, inside of desks, yadda yadda 
yadda.  Had addresses to friends that I assume she got  
out of a PDA, or Roladex of some sort.

* * * * *

Anyways, what I have for you so far is 19 hours of  
surveillance, 7.5 hours of other various work.  And the  
$90 for the serve [sic] for the lady, along with the  
"commission" for you know who.  I still don't know 
how you want to work that out, but, if you want all  
those pictures and me to access everything else, i.e.,  
storage facility, bank statements, ect.... [sic] I need to  
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get that taken care of.

* * * * *

My source conatcted [sic] Michelle late last night and 
said she is ready for me to pick the copied files.

I know you told me to bill you for around 10 hours a 
month from now on, and I understand.  That is fine  
with me.

But I'm going to get my hands on those files, she wants  
the $500 I owe her for it.  I will leave that up to you.  If  
you do decide that you want me to get it, we can just  
skip the next 10 hours of fees.  Cause, if what we are 
looking for is on those files, then I won't be doing 
much work anyways.  It's up to you, just let me know as  
soon as you can.  If you decide to, you know where to  
send the funds.  I can have my hands on it in less than 
an hour.

Glenn Hagele I've described exactly the circumstances how the data 
would be acquired and asked my attorneys on both 
sides of the country if and how we could use this data.  
They both advise to stay away from it.  Even if we just  
used it to guide discovery, we are treading on thin ice  
with electric socks.  It could easily blow up in our  
faces.

[Several paragraphs redacted by Jonathan Sasser, 
former attorney for Glenn Hagele who withdrew from 
the case.]

I can't knowingly receive information from files that  
may be considered ill-gotten.

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Theft of banking records

38. Glenn Hagele began paying Patrick Mobley to steal the banking records of Brent 

Hanson on February 25, 2008 in order to obtain information that he believed would be useful to 

the criminal enterprise.  Excerpts from their communications that document the thefts are 

provided below:10

Patrick Mobley As far as Hanson is concerned, here is a lofty update  
on him....

He is working for Boeing, but is contracted yearly  
through a company named Ciber.  He is a system 
analyst there.  So, although he works at Boeing, he 
gets paid by Ciber.

Also....He has been converting all of his money like a  
crazy man lately.  And I mean that in the most literal  
sense possible.  This is highly confirmed, by the way.  
And when I mean like a crazy man, I really mean like a 
crazy man.

Just last week, on February 19th, he bought  
$20,000.00 in Gold Bullion through BullionDirect.com 
He has spent nearly another $15,000.00 since January 
15th of this year buying silver and gold through local  
coin dealers.

He is doing this mostly by cashing out his 401k's like  
crazy, and spending every last cent of his wages after  
living expenses.  He is placing all of it throughout  
separate Safety Depositi boxes.  From what I have  
uncovered, I know he has at least 3 boxes, and possibly  
a few more.

Patrick Mobley I found 2 times that he paid through his Bank of  
America account.

Theft of e-mails

39. Laser eye surgeons in the criminal enterprise are dependent on the FDA 

maintaining their current approval of lasers for LASIK eye surgery.  On April 25, 2008, the FDA 

held a widely publicized hearing to address complaints from laser eye surgery patients who had 

suffered bad outcomes, and who had been lobbying the FDA to revoke its approval for the use of 

lasers used to perform LASIK.  The criminal enterprise believed that the laser eye surgery 

patients represented a threat to their financial interests, so they engaged in a campaign of 

wiretapping and interception of electronic messages that were being exchanged by laser eye 

surgery patients, including Brent Hanson.  The purpose of the wiretapping and interception of 

e-mails was to learn of plans made by laser eye surgery patients prior to, and following the 

meeting on April 25, in order to formulate plans of opposition.  On March 21, 2008 Glenn 

Hagele wrote the following to Patrick Mobley:11

The Washington DC trip is undoubtedly about an FDA 
hearing.  I'd like to know who is planning to attend, 
if that has been made available in the chatter.

a plan that I think would suit us both very well. 
From here on out, my fee will be a flat $200.00 a 
month to work the Hanson case until it is taken care 
of.

Glenn Hagele responded on the same day with:

This sounds excellent.  You get an assured income 
(even if small) and I have someone watching the 
information flow.

I need to know what the conversations are about me 
and the FDA hearing in Washington on April 25th.  I'm 
trying to get a sense of what they are up to.

40. In addition to unlawfully intercepting e-mails between Brent Hanson and other 

laser eye surgery patients, Glenn Hagele paid Patrick Mobley to intercept multiple privileged 

e-mail communications between Brent Hanson, his attorneys, and other individuals who were 

involved with litigation with the criminal enterprise.  Excerpts of privileged communications 

which were unlawfully stolen, are provided below:12

Patrick Mobley: You asked for a checklist of the things that Hanson 
wants, and here you go.

 1. No settlement discussions until:

 a) A deposition of Hagele has been completed.
 b) Documents have been obtained through 

discovery.

 2. Transfer of ownership of USAEYES.org and

 c) Injunction ordering all statements authored 
by Hagele to be removed from all search 
engines, and hosting services.

 d) $10K daily fine for Hasgele for any 
violations of injunction by Hasgele, or 3rd 
parties on behalf of Hagele.

 5. Full page advertisement by Hagele in the News 
& Observer apologizing for harassment.

 6. No (none, zero, zilch, nada) loss of 1st 
Amendment Rights for Nell Burch.

 7. $$$ equivalent to what could be obtained in 
trial.

Glenn Hagele: A while back you sent Hanson's "blue sky" list of what  
he wanted Burch to demand in court, including our 
organization being dismantled and me never being 
able to work in the industry again.  Did he send this to  
anybody?  To multiple people?  How many.  Anybody 
we don't already know?

41. In December 2007 the criminal enterprise became concerned about an article that 
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was in the process of being written by a reporter from the New York Times regarding laser eye 

surgery.  The organization was concerned that Brent Hanson was providing information that 

would be damaging to the financial interests of the organization.  In order to influence the story, 

and formulate a strategy for deflecting negative attention away from itself, it engaged in 

wiretapping and theft of electronic communications between Brent Hanson and Abby Ellin, a 

reporter from the New York Times.13  On December 21, 2007 Patrick sent the following message 

to Glenn Hagele via e-mail:

Brent and a couple other people are in contact with 
the New York Times to publish an article.

Here is the reporter's info that they are working 
with:

Abby Ellin

NYC 10018
212-979-1955 (Personal Number)

On the same day, Glenn Hagele replied via e-mail:

I have talked with this reporter too.  Anything in 
the content that may be of concern?  Is the article 
going south on me?

I know this is probably not the best timing, but I'm 
going to need to curtail my budget through next month 
down to about 10 hours.  You are going to need to be 
very efficient with that little time, but I need to 
keep the costs down.

On January 26, 2008 Patrick Mobley sent the following message to Glenn Hagele, which 

included in part, the following statements:

Here is an intercepted note you can take a look at.

* * * * * *

Abby:

Here's the gist of why patients “hate” Hagele.  It is 
because he has harassed patients for years while 
publicly claiming to be acting as an agent of “us”. 
In reality, he is a paid agent of surgeons and a 
manufacturer of lasers.  This is an article he 
published on marketing LASIK with funding provided by 
Alcon, a manufacturer of junk lasers: 
http://www.ophthalmologymanagement.com/article.aspx?
article=85400 

That brings up a question about Alcon, like how 
exactly do [they] try to stop information about their 
junk lasers from reaching consumers?  It is by 
threatening doctors who talk about the lasers.  Don't 
believe it?

Threats to publish personal information

42. On June 1, 2006, Glenn Hagele, acting on behalf of CRSQA published the 

following threat in an unsuccessful attempt to silence the criticism of CRSQA.14

Malicious prosecution

43. On November 6, 2008 the criminal enterprise filed a malicious lawsuit against 

Brent Hanson, in King County District Court.  The lawsuit was subsequently dismissed on April 

3, 2009 with prejudice for “failure to state a claim upon which relief can be granted”.15,16

Extortionate threats

44. On January 5, 2009, shortly after filing the malicious lawsuit, Glenn Hagele sent 

an e-mail to Brent Hanson's attorney, in which Hagele falsely claimed that Brent Hanson had 

been contacted by the King County Prosecutor seeking information, with respect to a purported 

criminal investigation of the Defendant.17 

Mr. Donohue (sic),

I have been contacted by Ian Goodhew, Deputy Chief of 
Staff, King County Prosecuting Attorney Office, 206-
296-9064, regarding Mr. Hanson’s recent distribution 
of a document that contains the name and Social 
Security number of a patient of Bossier Ophthalmology

Brent Hanson forwarded the e-mail to the King County Prosecutor’s office and received a direct 

response from Ian Goodhew, which showed Glenn Hagele’s statements to be false.18  

Mr. Hanson, 

The King County Prosecutor's Office was contacted by 
Mr. Hagele regarding a potential criminal complaint 
involving the dissemination of an individual's social 
security number. The King County Prosecuting 
Attorney's Office (KCPAO) does not investigate 
criminal complaints as we have no investigative tools 
available to our office. We do not charge criminal 
matters by grand jury in Washington State, we charge 
by Information based upon statements of probable 
cause sworn to by law enforcement officers. 

I shared this information with Mr. Hagele and 
referred Mr. Hagele to the Kirkland Police 
Department. The police will or have determined 
whether or not the information provided by Mr. Hagele 
constitutes a criminal offense or not. Unless the 
King County Prosecutor's Office receives a referral 
from the Kirkland Police Department or other King 
County law enforcement agency for potential criminal 
charges, the KCPAO's involvement in this matter is 
concluded.

Brent Hanson had moved just weeks before Hagele sent the extortionate e-mail, and had entered 

into Washington State's Address Confidentiality Program.  Glenn Hagele had two purposes in 

sending the extortionate e-mail that contained false statements:  1) he wished to coerce Brent

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Hanson into settling what he knew to be a frivolous claim; 2) he wished to obtain the current 

residential address of Brent Hanson in order to continue his campaign of burglaries, wiretapping, 

and theft of e-mails.

45. On April 18, 2009 Brent Hanson filed an application for an injunction against 

Glenn Hagele, Patrick Mobley, and CRSQA surgeons Dr. Michael Mockovak and Dr. Joseph 

King, to halt the some of the criminal activities of the enterprise.19  On or around November 16, 

2009, Dr. Michael Mockovak was arrested by the FBI and charged with the solicitation of 

murder of Dr. Joseph King.20  On the same day that the media announced the arrest, Glenn 

Hagele contacted Brent Hanson's attorney, and suggested or implied that Michael Mockovak 

may also wish to kill Brent Hanson.

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1) Overview of Complaint

Patrick Mobley and Glenn Hagele have engaged in a campaign of unlawful surveillance and harassment
against the Petitioner on behalf of Michael Mockovak and Joseph King.  Hagele has acted as a “private
investigator” without a license, in violation of RCW 18.165.120 and RCW 18.165.150.  Mobley has acted
as a “private investigator” in violation of RCW 18.165.150.

The documentation for this complaint has been voluntarily provided to the Petitioner by Mobley for the
purpose of attempted extortion of the Petitioner, and by Hagele who voluntarily submitted written
correspondence to the FBI regarding Mobley.  Other documents are a product of an investigation
performed by the Department of Licensing in Olympia.

Mobley and Hagele have written complaints against each other in which they accuse the other of
engaging in criminal conduct with respect to activities conducted against the Petitioner.

2) Patrick Mobley - Background and Description

Mobley currently operates the business “Washington Tree MD” from Puyallup,1 and formerly operated
the business “Four Leaf Lawn Services” in Tacoma.2  Mobley has acted as a private investigator in
violation of RCW 18.165.150 and attempted to extort money from the Petitioner, in exchange for
providing proof of criminal activities performed by Hagele.  Mobley contacted the Petitioner in
November 2008 and provided an example of 138 communications from Hagele, which spanned a period
of at least a year.  Mobley was paid $4,481 by Hagele.

Pierce County Superior Court has issued orders of protection against Mobley in unrelated cases for
domestic violence, a warrant on behalf of the Washington Department of Revenue, and a bench warrant
on behalf of Labor Ready Northwest, Inc.3,4,5

3) Michael Mockovak - Background and Description

Along with Joseph King, Dr. Michael Mockovak jointly operates a business “Clearly LASIK” in Renton,
and Kennewick, Washington.  Mockovak pays Hagele $5,000 a year for the following:

1) Fraudulent “certifications”.
2) Internet advertising.

4) Joseph King - Background and Description

Along with Michael Mockovak, Dr. Joseph King jointly operates a business “Clearly LASIK” in Renton,
and Kennewick, Washington.  King pays Hagele $5,000 a year for the following:

1. Fraudulent “certifications”.
2. Internet advertising.
3. Monitoring of patient web sites regarding LASIK eye surgery.
4. SLAPP lawsuits against patient web site operators who attempt to find medical solutions for LASIK

patients, including those who have suffered substandard outcomes at “Clearly LASIK”.

5) Glenn Hagele - Background and Description

Hagele is the sole proprietor of a home-based business in California, in which he issues certifications to
about 30 LASIK surgeons across the country.  Hagele issues the certifications under a business name of
“Council for Refractive Surgery Quality Assurance”, AKA “CRSQA”.  These certifications are
fraudulent, as Hagele has no credentials other than a High School Diploma, and has had no medical
training.  Hagele publishes advertisements claiming that the recipients of his certifications are the “best”
surgeons.  In addition, Hagele has engaged in a campaign of harassment of LASIK patients across the
country for many years, on behalf of the surgeons who pay for his advertising services.  Hagele is
currently being sued in North Carolina for harassment, defamation, and forging the name of a staff
scientist at the National Institute of Health on a document, in an attempt to get her fired from her job.

Hagele has written a letter to the FBI in Seattle in which Hagele claims to be a “private investigator”,
even though he is not licensed in either California or Washington.  In his letter, he claimed that he paid
$4,481 to obtain services from Mobley, and that Mobley engages in criminal activity.

The Petitioner has documented Hagele’s activities and harassment of patients on several web sites,
including www.usaeyesfraud.com, www.theglennhagelereport.com, and www.lasikfraud.com.  In
California, Hagele filed a lawsuit against the Petitioner and four other web site operators in 2006 in an
effort to shut down web sites containing criticism of the Petitioner.  Three different attorneys have
represented Hagele in his lawsuit, and each has withdrawn from the case.  Hagele now represents himself
pro per.  In North Carolina, Hagele has recently filed a lawsuit against over 50 patients, in an effort to
shut down multiple web sites, including www.thelasikreport.com, www.lasikdisaster.com,
www.lasikcomplications.com, and www.lasik-flap.com.

Hagele is under jurisdiction of the Washington Courts due to the fact that he operates a business in the
State of Washington, and has utilized the King County District Court to file two unsuccessful lawsuits
against Brent Hanson.  He has also utilized the King County Prosecutor’s office to file a complaint
against Brent Hanson, which was openly rejected by the office in a written document.

Clearly Lasik co-founder accused of soliciting murder of 
partner

The co-founder of Clearly Lasik laser eye-surgery centers was charged Monday with two counts of criminal 
solicitation to commit first-degree murder in connection with an alleged plot to kill his business partner and a 
former colleague. 

Dr. Michael Mockovak, 51, of Newcastle, was arrested by the FBI and Seattle police on Thursday morning 
while he was at a gym, said FBI spokeswoman Robbie Burroughs. The laser eye surgeon was released 
Saturday on $1 million bail. 

Mockovak was rearrested Monday afternoon and is being held on $3 million bail. 

His attorney Colette Tvedt said that Mockovak is "anxious" to have the case heard in court so he can be 
vindicated. 

According to a King County Superior Court filing, Mockovak "complained bitterly" to a police informant about 
plans by Dr. Joseph King to leave their business, Clearly Lasik. Mockovak is accused of offering hit men 
$25,000 to kill King. Mockovak told the informant that he believed King had a $5 million life insurance policy 
with either Mockovak or Clearly Lasik listed as beneficiaries, charging papers said. 

Authorities say that since Aug. 4, Mockovak provided the informant with a nearly poster-sized photo of King, 
42, and his family. He also gave the informant details of King's vacation plans and exercise habits. Mockovak 
believed the informant was hiring Russian mafia hit men to kill King the court filing said. 

King, in a statement released this morning, said he and his family were "shocked and horrified to learn that a 
business associate was allegedly planning and ordering my murder." 

"It is incomprehensible how someone could deliberately plan to take someone's life and completely devastate 
a family," the statement read. 

Mockovak is also accused of soliciting the murder of Brad Klock, Clearly Lasik's former president, according 
to documents filed by King County prosecutors. Klock was appealing his job termination in court and 
Mockovak wanted him "eliminated," according to the prosecutor's filing. 

Stephen Connor, a Seattle lawyer representing Klock in a civil case against Mockovak and King, said that his 
client didn't know about the alleged murder-for-hire plot until Monday morning. 

"He asked if he was safe and I had some similar questions myself," Connor said.

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Klock, who lives in Canada, believes that the doctors owe him hundreds of thousands of dollars for work he 
did during the less than two years he worked at the company, Connor said. 

Investigators recorded several conversations between Mockovak and the informant in which Mockovak 
discusses the murder schemes, the court filing said. 

In one conversation, Mockovak allegedly told the informant that he didn't feel any "personal vengeance" 
toward the men, but that each of them "has it coming." 

Prosecutors say that Mockovak and King co-own Clearly Lasik, which has offices in Washington, Oregon, 
Idaho and Western Canada.
